As I write this, there are still some slots open on the Trialsmaster list. We are getting down to a critical time--remember, if club members don’t volunteer to set events, we don’t have events--it’s that simple. So please step up; we need Lower and Floater TMs for August 8 in Las Vegas, a Floater for September 4 also in Las Vegas, a Lower and a Floater for Lake Fork on October 3, and Floaters for the last two-day event in Roswell and the December event at San Ysidro. Call me at 401-3051, or send e-mail to ridenm@comcast.net. See the full schedule elsewhere in this newsletter. Many thanks go to Chris Markham for volunteering to set lowers at Las Vegas.

Members of the NMTA Board met with the Bureau of Land Management’s Danny Randall of the Rio Puerco Field Office and some of his staff on April 16. Keep in mind that the BLM is revising its Resource Management Plan for the entire Field Office, and that there is a lot of scrutiny of the San Ysidro Trials Area, both from folks wanting in and others wanting us out. We need to continue to demonstrate the stewardship that has allowed NMTA to hold a Special Recreation Permit since 1987. That’s an amazing accomplishment, but we can jeopardize it by carelessness.

BLM stressed that we need to avoid cross-country trail riding. Our sections will be close to our established routes and that’s cool; BLM has cleared those trails with their specialists. If you have any doubt where you can ride, look for trail signs and cairns. BLM marks sensitive areas with surveyor’s pin flags--do not disturb those, or areas that are cordoned off with posts and cable. If you make a mistake and go where you shouldn’t, sweep out your tracks so others won’t follow. We need to stay out of the old quarry and the Lower Grand Canyon area. There are closure signs south and east of the trail down there; please obey the signs.

BLM reminded us that only trials motorcycles are allowed on the trails, and that all other vehicles must stay on the road and in the parking area. Keep motorcycles out of all water holes. Don’t make any new fire rings, and don’t cut any wood for fires. Gather dead and downed wood, or bring wood from home. Pack everything out that you brought into the area. Last month my daughters and I went on a walk down the canyon, and we found discarded juice pouches. Parents, remind your kids that if we trash the place, it won’t be there for their kids.

As part of our renewed Special Recreation Permit, NMTA as a club agrees to Stipulations. BLM is drafting the final version of those, and they will be posted at the kiosk for all to read and heed. We will also be moving the kiosk into a more prominent location not blocked by trees and motor homes. BLM will provide materials to upgrade the kiosk, and we’ll have a club project to install it at the new site after BLM approval. One of the most important stipulations is that we will have spark arrestors on trials bikes. Trevor Clancy has assured me that he (TrialDog Motorsports) has inventory to accommodate most brands. We will be checking for spark arrestors at San Ysidro and referring you to Trevor if you are found lacking.

The two-day event coming up is our last at San Ysidro until December--it’s our chance to show what the place means to us.

	Event Results


Finally someone got the memo.  New Mexico Trials Association’s round three was held under clear skies and warm, mild conditions at our beloved San Ysidro Trials area on April 17th.  NO complaints were heard about the weather, considering the last two mudfests held there.

Tim Elsen set a great lower trial, with sections one through four going up the east end of Lower Pool, sections five through seven heading down the canyon east of Lower Pool , and finally a fun-filled section eight at the very bottom of the pool.  Tim set a classic “Elsen Trial”- easy at a glance, but with multiple lines per class and a high deception factor at each section, the devil (read: points) was truly in the details. Great job, Tim!

Trevor “Trevdog” Clancy took a chapter from last month’s upper trial and expanded on it greatly.  Uppers rode the windmill side for the second time this year, and boy what a trial it was.  Trev set sections beginning at the Upper Pool ride over, leading all the way across the National Trail to the southern end, with the south ride over looping riders back to camp.  Very challenging sections awaited competitors along the trail, some of which had not been set in years.  Just getting to section two (set about 200 yards from the Upper Pool ride over and behind the ridge from the trail) required upper level Intermediate skills.  “Bring you’re A-game” was the phrase heard most often when riders were asked about the sections.  Riders wanting to practice for the upcoming National in Oklahoma were rewarded in Trev’s trial.  Riders that weren’t got it anyway.  Trevor’s hard work and keen eye made for an excellent trial.  Thanks to both Tim and Trevor!

The April event was also the start of NMTA’s new class, Senior Expert.  Five riders tried the new class, and all reported (to me at least) that it was a good balance of the Semi and Expert classes.  If the feedback from the riders continues to be positive, the class will flourish.  It will be offered for the rest of this season, points tracked, fun had.
